The 21 winning stories wil be compied into &IRC Short Story Contest YearboBkch first, second, and
third place winner will receive a copy of the yearbook, a certificate, and a book of the winnér choice.
Winners wil be notified by April 10, 2017. All winners wil be invited to attend Southern llinois
Reading Coundé Spring Celebrations Program and Reception on Tuesday, April 25, 2017,
atthe Carbondale Civic Center, where they wil receive their awards. First place winners wil read their winning
stories.
